A related issue is that part of the Hudson Valley and all of the Mohawk Valley are in the Great Lakes LCC and that the Hudson Valley is bisected by a finger of the Appalachians (the Hudson Highlands) that extends into Connecticut and New York.  One solution is to draw a boundary across the Hudson Highlands finger at the western edge of the Hudson Valley so that all of the Hudson valley and all of Connecticut and Massachusetts are in the North Atlantic LCC.  
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The final related issue is the Mohawk Valley that is part of the Great Lakes LCC.  If it should be added to the Hudson Valley, a line could be drawn across from Tug Hill to the Appalachians at the Mohawk/Great Lakes watershed boundary.  If the Mohawk Valley should stay in the Great Lakes then a boundary could be drawn from the Adirondacks to the Helderbergs/Catskills separating the Hudson and Mohawk valleys and including all of the Hudson and Champlain valleys in the North Atlantic LCC.  Alternatively, include Tug Hill in Great Lakes

One boundary issue relates to the Champlain Valley being part of the Great Lakes LCC and separating the Adirondack/Tug Hill portion  of the North Atlantic LCC from the New England portion and dividing Vermont into two LCCs.  One solution is the draw a revised boundary from the northern edge of the Adirondacks across the international border with Canada and including the Champlain Valley and all of Vermont in the North Atlantic LCC.  
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
